· It had an outward sign / circumcision.

· Emergence of splinter groups within the church.

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3. (a)  The achievements of King David
· He conquered and defeated the enemies of Israel / was brilliant army commander.

· He expanded the geographical boundaries of Israel.

· He captured the Old Fortress of Jerusalem from the Jebusites.

· He made Jerusalem the capital city of Israel.

· He made Jerusalem a religious centre by bringing the Ark of the Covenant from Abinadab’s house.

· He made peace treaties with his neighbours.

· He composed many psalms used in worship.

· He united the twelve tribes of Israel under one ruler.

· He made preparations for the construction of the temple.

· He respected God’s prophets and even consulted them.

· Assertiveness – He told Ahab that he was the cause of trouble in Israel.

· Creative thinking – He requested for a contest.

· Decision making – He killed the prophets of Baal.

· Self esteem – Was convinced that God was with him.

· Conflict resolution – Convinced the Israelites that Yahweh was a True God.

· Effective communication – When explained to the people how the contest would be carried out.

· Self awareness – He knew that he was a prophet of God.

· Critical thinking – He sought ways to prove that Yahweh was the True God.

· Negotiation – Elijah asked the Israelites to choose between God and baal.
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(c) Lessons modern political leaders can learn from King David.
· Modern political leaders should have faith in God / trust / depend on God.
· They should promote the worship of True God in their nations.
· Modern political leaders should ask for forgiveness / repent when they do wrong.
· They should seek advice from church leaders.
· They should not use their position to oppress their subjects / should be just and fair.
· Political leaders should promote unity among their subjects.
· They should establish good relations with their neighbouring countries.
· They should secure their countries from external threats / aggression.
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4. (a)  Categories of true prophets,
· Major – contains elaborate / detailed.

· Minor – have short / brief messages.

· Canonical -  their utterances recorded in books that bear their names.

· Non-canonical – their oracles / messages have been compiled by other authors.

· Cultic – their duties were associated with places of worship.

· Early prophets – sent by God for specific tasks.

· The righteous were sold for a silver and the poor for a pair of sandals.
· The rich women led luxurious lives and were unkind to the poor.
· The rulers lived luxurious lives in good houses as the poor suffered.
· The rulers were arrogant, trusted in material things / complacent.
· Judges were corrupt and took bribes from the rich.
· The wealthy merchants cheated the poor / were dishonest.
· The Israelites indulged in drunkenness and even forced the Nazirites to do so.
· Those who spoke the truth were hated.
· They indulged in sexual immorality.
· Amos advised against robbery with violence.
· People took excessive share of harvest from farmers / exploited.
· The rich took the poor man’s garment as security for loan.
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(c)  Reasons why Christians find it difficult to help the needy in Kenya today.

· There are too many needy cases.
· Tribal / ethnic feelings may hinder one from giving assistance to the needy.

· Political leaning / affiliation influence Christians against helping those who do not belong to their camp.

· Lack of what to share / inadequacy.

· Indifferences of some Christians to the plight of the needy.

· Denominational differences where some Christians are not ready to share with those who do not belong to their group.
· Poor communication / infrastructure in some parts of the country that make it impossible to reach the needy.

· It is difficult to identify the genuine needy cases.
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5. (a) Symbolic acts related to hope and restoration,
· The vision of two baskets of figs – Jeremiah saw a vision of two baskets; one had bad figs while the other had good figs.  The good figs represented the first group who submitted to deportation to exile, this group would be restored.
· The buying of land – God instructed Jeremiah to buy land from his cousin and followed all the procedures.  This indicated the restoration of the Israelites to their homestead.
· The wooden ox-yoke – This symbolizes the perseverance of the Jews in exile.  After a period of time, God would break the yoke of the Babylonian.
· The letter to the exiles – He wrote the letter to encourage the exiles that God still cared for them.

· Was hardworking / committed to his work.

· He faced opposition / challenges courageously.

· He served as a role model / participated in rebuilding process.
