STEP 3: They will carefully colour the drawn picture, trying to stay within the lines.
STEP 4: After colouring, they will name the means of transport they have coloured.
CONCLUSION Learners will display their coloured pictures. The teacher will praise their neatness and choice of colours, creating a colourful classroom display.
EXTENDED ACTIVITIES Learners to colour another transport picture in their workbook.
